1. Updates

Veronica: From November to the start of December, 1st Five received 8 referrals. Veronica shared that Warren County has some new healthcare providers.
The KIDS Coalition will be held December 12th at 12:00pm in Winterset at the St. Paul Lutheran Church. Michelle Leonard with Uplift Iowa will be speaking on the topic of postpartum. 

Roger: WeLift offers free services. They can help with resumes/cover letters, interview skills, computer skills, access to a computer and internet, unemployment sign up, job searches, checking email, etc. 

Roger reported that 88% of WeLift’s clients make less than $20,000 a year. While the unemployment rate is at a historic low, a livable wage is difficult to find.

Midwest Labs in Indianola was purchased by another company. As a result the employees all received pink slips. Roger has offered assistance and education through WeLift to those employees. So far, six have come in to WeLift. 
WeLift’s overall number of clients is remaining the same, but last month brought the lowest number of clients (37) in recent memory. The number of clients per month is usually double that. 
Natalie: CRISP Christmas 4Kids had a large turnout again this year. Naomi and the CRISP team are very busy preparing to deliver gifts to the families enrolled in the program.
