1. Updates

Veronica: The Warren County 1st Five Coalition will meet quarterly beginning February 21st from 12:00-1:00m at the Indianola Public Library. 

Teens Against Human Trafficking will be hosting a training in Warren County for medical and dental providers, first responders and EMT to increase awareness of human trafficking and the needs of trafficking survivors. The Warren County Health and Safety Fair will be held at the Indianola YMCA from 4:00-7:00pm on June 13th. The event will utilize outside space, the gym, front entry and community room and will include information and activities for families. 
Veronica attended the food insecurity meeting at Helping Hand today. While there, she networked with Anna Pena from Simpson who noted that students are waiting to volunteer at local agencies. If you are interested in hosting a Simpson volunteer, contact Anna at 515.961.1716 or anna.pena@simpson.edu. 

Chris: United Health Care (UHC) is focusing on reaching out to WIC clinics, food pantries, federally qualified health centers, homeless shelters, etc. this year. Chris will also be in attendance at the Warren County Health and Safety Fair. 

UHC is collaborating with other agencies to combine knowledge and expertise to better serve qualifying individuals for the Dual Special Needs Plan (DSNP). These are individuals who qualify for both Medicare and Medicaid coverage. 

Chris noted that they are currently serving 47 counties with aspirations to expand to 7 new counties in NW Iowa next year.  
Medicaid recipients can call member services (the number is on the back of their card) to get mileage reimbursement for medical appointments. UHC requires a minimum of 2 business days notice for reimbursement. Urgent situations may get special approval if the member calls before going to the appointment.
Jovanka: Weather has been a challenge for starting programming. Learn and Play (https://www.cppconline1.com/whats-happening/learn-play-warren) has been pushed back a couple of times but, weather permitting, will be held this Thursday in Norwalk. 
24/7 Dad’s (https://www.cppconline1.com/whats-happening/247-dads-warren) is a program designed just for dads and focuses on characteristics that men need to be involved fathers 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Thanks to a grant from Theisen’s Partners in Family Development and the Child Abuse Prevention Council of Warren County are able to offer this program beginning Tuesday, February 19th from 6:30-8:00pm at Lil Hands, Big Dreams in Norwalk. This group is not limited to just Warren County fathers. 
Partners in Family Development has seen a decrease in referrals and enrollments in their Parents as Teachers program this year. Unlike in years past, there is no waiting list. Now is the time to refer families!

Jovanka and her team are in discussions with the Carlisle School District to potentially host Parent Cafes in Carlisle this spring.
