New Business 

Networking 
Jess Petter -Jess shared that she is working on networking and making community connections in Madison County. She will be hosting a NARCAN community training in Winterset soon. Flyers will be forwarded to Sarah for distribution within the CPPC network. 
Gabbie Ruggiero- Gabbie serves Warren County and is currently focusing on trauma informed care for first responders in the county. 
Val Cameron- April is Child Abuse Prevention Month. The Child Abuse Prevention Council of Warren County has planned numerous activities for the month. Information on the activities can be found at Child Abuse Prevention Month (Warren) (cppconline1.com).
Devon Leslie- Devon is currently in the midst of a two-week job readiness training with 7 youth from Polk, Madison, Warren and Story counties. Connect 2 Careers is also partnering with WeLift to offer the Let’s Get Ready to Work program. Thus far they have worked with Winterset CSD to offer a budgeting class to at risk youth. They will be offering two more classes in that district this year. They’re also partnering with Indianola CSD and Newton CSD to offer classes in the future.
Roger Netsch- Roger noted that Let’s Get to Work is also partnering with the Southeast Warren High School to offer classes later this year. Let’s Get to Work is designed for 14-24 year olds wishing to learn about financial responsibility, goal setting, identifying what their strengths and weaknesses and career interests are, etc. Roger and Devon are specifically looking to work with special needs and at-risk youth. WeLift has continued to help clients find jobs and acquire job readiness skills through the pandemic, though they have seen decreased numbers. Roger believes the decline may be due to the stimulus package and unemployment extension. 
Elizabeth (EFR)- Elizabeth is serving Marion County and is currently creating a list of events and things to do for families and adults that are substance free. If you have anything you’d like to have added to her list, please let her know. Additionally, she has been providing curriculum-based support groups, working on social media campaigns, etc. 
Nikki Gunn-The community assessment workbook for Warren County has been turned in to IDPH for editing/revision. Nikki will get it to Sarah for distribution in the CPPC network as soon as it is finished. EFR also offers HALO which is a puppet lead program for children ages 3-5 and discusses healthy choices. She is currently looking for groups at child care centers, preschools, etc. that would be interested in implementing HALO.
Joe Burke- The DCAT Governance Board recently approved the use of several thousand dollars for Parent Cafes and Al’s Pals in Madison, Marion and Warren Counties. If you are interested in implementing either program within your agency or organization, please contact Joe at JBurke@dhs.state.ia.us.
