Seven of nine centers/schools were visited this fiscal year. One Madison County center did not respond to communication attempts. One Warren County school scheduled two visits. The first was cancelled by the teacher last minute. The second, the CPPC Coordinator arrived at to be told the teacher was ill that day. Both will have to complete a visit before they are supported by DCAT in FY20.

CPPC Coordinator co-facilitated the Immersion 101 training in Warren County on May 7th. 
CPPC Coordinator is participating in a webinar series regarding Parent Cafés for the next couple of months.
