4. Updates  
Rachel: Marion County Public Health is seeking a full-time parent educator to serve out of Jasper County (specifically Newton). Please contact Rachel at rgarner@marionph.org for more information. 
Jodene: The 5-2-1-0 program is new to Warren County Public Health. The program aims to promote (5) fruits and vegetable servings per day, (2) hours or less of screen time per day, (1) hour of physical activity per day and (0) sugary drinks on a regular basis.  There will be three meetings in the next month and a half to decide on a vision for Warren County. The committee plans to focus on targeting schools, child care providers, Drake Head Start and medical providers. They are also seeking a business or community person to help promote the program. Most of the $38,000 designated to developing this program will go to those that register as a 5-2-1-0 site to help improve the health of children. The first meeting will be September 19th from 12:30-2:00pm at the House of Mercy in Indianola.  Wellmark will be facilitating this meeting.

Roger: Central Iowa Works Re-entry Task Force has been working to help individuals make a successful transition from being incarcerated to becoming a productive community member. Warren County has approximately a 48% recidivism rate (much higher than surrounding counties).
Central Iowa Works has been facilitating simulations in Polk County. Participants are giving a card with their identity assignment and then have to “survive” each week by completing “assignments” which simulate things someone might actually have to do when re-entering the community (get a job, transportation, housing, etc.). Roger is hoping to have a similar simulation in Warren County which would ideally involve the court system, law enforcement, employers, interested citizens, etc. Please contact Roger at rsgnetsch@gmail.com if you are interested in helping to get a simulation set up in Warren County.
Veronica: If you have anyone you think might be interested in viewing Resilience, Veronica will be showing it at the 1st Five Coalition on November 15th at noon at the Indianola Public Library.
